Questions:

Scott Pryor – do we need to spend £150 on attack alarms when can get them for free from police station?

Colours Committee Reps

Motion to allow Larry Hegarty to stand:

Larry – I am currently cricket captain, which is a role that lasts for three weeks next term. I am a third year but will not be receiving colours myself as I have another year to go. Captaincy for cricket is a small job, very few colours for that sport because won’t have happened when the decision is made. So I would like to be on the panel. 

MH – general point, amendment came to last meeting to remove section to disallow captains to stand. Defeated quite unanimously. Do you feel that is democratic to propose this following on from that defeat?

Larry – would be democratic this time if voted through. Is because it is a special case for cricket captain. 

Pat McConvey – what about indoors cricket? 

LH – that’s Amay this year. 

PM – are you not both joint captains?

LH – yes but it’s just Amay now.

I-Hsien Porter – is this just for this one case or a permanent change?

LH – just this time. 

Dom Minniti – what will happen when colours come up for cricket? Will he have to leave the room?

RG – only if he himself was being considered. 

PM – I think you’d be good on committee but don’t think it would be fair if no other captains can be. 

LH – making special case here.

PM – but then couldn’t we all do that?

LH – if you’d wanted to you could have.

Ben Aisbitt – it is because his captaincy role is so small that he wants to be allowed to stand, doesn’t mean will get it, just to stand. 

PM – what was the reason why captains couldn’t be on this committee?

MH – to add another level of anonymity and accountability. If captains on the committee, they could set a bad precedent, as captains more likely to push for their teams to get colours. Removes the responsibility for them that the team might pressure them, and removes possibility of corruption, makes more fair across the board. 

James Rainer – not entirely in spirit of the motion. If Larry resigned as cricket captain now to be on the committee, could he then stand for captain again after the colours committee met?

LH – if I stand down could I let Amay do it alone?

MH – yes. 

Emma Matthews – blowing out of proportion, can see both sides. Larry might not get the position, he’s one person out of big committee, they all got vote. If people wanting to stand for positions is good. Shouldn’t be discouraging. 

JR – concur with that sentiment, encourage to get people involved. 

MH – amend motion that says that should Larry get elected, if any cricket colours to be discussed Larry would leave room?

LH – accept that.
